
Department of Earth Sciences: Geography Tenure-Track Position 
 
The University of South Alabama Department of Earth Sciences invites applications for a 
full-time (9-month), tenure-track Assistant Professor position in Remote Sensing of the 
Environment, starting January 1, 2025. The successful candidate must have a Ph.D. in 
Geography or a closely related field at the time of appointment, but ABD candidates near 
completion of the degree will be considered. Experience in undergraduate teaching and 
an active research agenda are expected. The candidate will assume responsibility for 
developing courses in Remote Sensing and possibly additional related courses while 
contributing to the university’s growing GIS program. The candidate selected for this 
position must meet eligibility requirements to work legally in the United States. 
 
Review of applications will begin on September 9th, 2024, and will continue until the 
position is filled.
